Shehzad Afzal, a multi-arts practitioner,
started his film career after completing a
screenwriting course at Abertay
University in 2004, writing and directing a
graduation piece and winning Best Short
Film. Selected for his screenwriting
abilities, Shehzad took part in the world's
first think tank on Video Game Narrative
at IC-CAVE, Abertay University. Shehzad
was also selected for an international
Video Game Design competition final in
Dubai, UAE, winning an international
runner-up prize in 2005 and 2007 - the
only participant to have been selected for
the finals twice in the competition’s
history.

Shehzad'’s first documentary film, Bo
Kata, premiered in February 2007 then
screened across Scotland. The film

looked at the sub-culture of the Kite
Duelists and the industry surrounding

it in Lahore, Pakistan. Bo Kata was
nominated for Best Film 2007 for the
prestigious Satyajit Ray Film Foundation
Award. Recent projects include Vanille,
a short fiction drama, shot in Paris and
produced in collaboration with Screen
Academy Scotland and Screen Academy
Wales, the first ever collaboration of its
kind in the UK.

Shehzad is currently studying part-time
for a MA in Screen Project Development
at Screen Academy Scotland at Edinburgh
Napier University.

After selling his first screenplay
Underground at the age of 24, he wrote
the sci-fi TV movie Riverworld for the
Sci-Fi Channel in 2003.

2007 saw him hit the industry
stratosphere with a rewrite of the
blockbuster sci-fi remake The Day the
Earth Stood Still for Twentieth Century
Fox, directed by Scott Derrickson and
starring Keanu Reeves and Jennifer
Connelly, followed by a rewrite of the
supernatural thriller Knowing for Summit
Entertainment, directed by Alex Proyas

and starring Nicolas Cage. He has just
adapted John Milton’s epic religious
fantasy poem Paradise Lost for
Legendary Pictures (300, The Dark
Knight), to be directed by Scott
Derrickson, and is currently adapting
John Christopher’s sci-fi adventure novel
The Tripods with Alex Proyas for
Paramount Pictures. In 2005, Stuart
wrote and directed the twenty-minute
short film drama, Christian. Exam is his
feature directing debut, which he has also
written (from an original story by Simon
Garrity and Hazeldine) and produced with
Gareth Unwin.

Katie was cast in her first film role after
being discovered totally by chance by the
casting director of Fish Tank, having an
argument at a train station in Essex. Cast
in the central role of troubled teenager
Mia, Katie rewarded the filmmakers’ leap
of faith with a performance of wit,
sensitivity and intensity — one that
captures all of the contradictions and
complexities of adolescence, and has

garnered her rave reviews. The film
was screened at Cannes this year and it
received an incredible reception, with all
reviews picking out Katie's amazing
performance.

Born in 1973 in East London, Gerard
Johnson has always had a passion and
ambition for cinema.

After years of dead end jobs he finally
entered the industry as a commercials
runner, but found more regular work at a
post-production company. It was here that
he was able to develop his ideas and make
short films completely independently,
learning all he could in the process.

With actor and cousin Peter Ferdinando,
Gerard created his first short film called
Lone Man. From here a creative partnership
was formed, which would be built upon
throughout all his future projects.

Gerard's next short, Mug, won the Big Issue
Film Festival award 2004, was distributed by
Brit Shorts and caught the attention of

BAFTA winning writer/producer Paul Abbott.

Gerard then created a new character and
filmed it with Peter, some friends and a
hundred quid over one weekend. The short
was to be called Tony. On seeing the first
cut, Paul Abbott suggested they turn the
character into a feature film, which he
wanted to produce through his new talent
focused company, Abbott Vision.

After an intense six month casting and
rehearsal process, Tony was shot around
the East End with Abbott Vision and the UK
Film Council financing. Officially selected
for Edinburgh International Film Festival
in 2009 on the strength of a DVD fine cut,
Tonywas awarded the completion funding
needed for it to be theatrically released.

Gerard currently has several new ideas in
various stages of development including
The Trainer; Barking (with Paul Abbott) and
Hyena.
